Corruption in the water sector: different impact on women and men, and different integrity practices.

During this first discussion topic we want to discuss specifically about the two sides of corruption in the water sector from a gender perspective: women as victims of corruption, and women as actors of corruption and integrity. Women are more victimised by corruption in the water sector, because of their work and needs. Women are also differently victimised by sexual harassment over and above higher costs. On the other hand, women are also important actors in water management, and as such they may behave differently from men, perhaps by being more sound or accountable in a different way.    

All over the world corruption happens and we would like to share and discuss different examples about these issues. 
We welcome your contributions of examples in which women are affected in a different way than men. Such as an example of South Asia, where the poorest women have to pay a much higher price than men for having access to water. 
We also are very interested in examples of the difference in behaviour of women and men concerning integrity. Are women in general less corrupt than men or does this depend on the situation, context, etc.?
