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Non adherence to the equality provisions in the common law and
the discriminatory provisions in the Land Development Ordinance
limit women's access to productive use of water by preventing their
access to agricultural land.
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Women are disproportionately affected by climate change related
natural disasters , especially floods and landslides ;adaptation efforts
should therefore address gender specific impacts of climate change
for enhanced water and food security.
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Lack of adequate sanitation facilities
especially among the fishing and
estate sector families affects women’
s privacy and security while increase
of water related diseases impacts on
their contribution to the family
Income.
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Inadequacy of water and sanitation facilities affects the care giving role of
female Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs); their needs are not addressed

nor are their strengths utilized in the reconstruction and rehabilitation
process which reinforces their subservience.
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
