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Private Water Vendors

United by their need for reliable and affordable water, and their
dislike of high water prices from private vendors and license holders,
women in low income urban neighborhoods in Honduras have taken on and
managed their own licensed water vending points. Characteristics
reported are: lower and fixed water price, provision of part-time
employment to poor single women with 
children, and use of the group's surplus for neighborhood projects.

Poor urban women in, helped organize their own local water supply, or
financed a connection to the municipal network. Water is used for income
generation from beer brewing, teashops and a launderette.'
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
